These are the image parameters used by the gui, and as set above
applies significant spatial compression to reduce the size of the images sent over
the wireless. However, you will need as high quality images as possible in order



As a result, when saving image files for the,
you should set the rawcam_y skip and rawcam_uv_skip values to 0 and

increase the jpeg compression quality to 100. This will make the image transfer
over the wireless oppressive. Do the best you can.
